Chris attended the Child and Youth Worker Program at George Brown College.He began his career as a street worker in the Toronto downtown core.His clients struggled with issues relating to prostitution and drug abuse.Over the next 12 yrs he worked with a number of children’s mental health and educational facilities including the TDSB,C.A.S,Thistletown Regional Centre,Youthdale Crisis Service and C.M.Hinck’s Treatment Centre where he was program coordinator.

Chris went into private practice in 1988 and from 1989 to 1991 was under contract to The Hugh MacMillan Rehabilitation Centre where he learned the ABI ropes.Chris founded The Bartimaeus Rehab Program where he continues to coordinate services for children and adults with ABI.
In order to differentiate his services from those of attendant care, Chris coined the phrase “Rehabilitation Support worker [RSW]” which is now the term used by many other agencies.Over the past 20 yrs Chris has coordinated over 200,000 hrs of rehab support to his clients and their families.
Chris has been a longtime volunteer within the ABI community as well as being  involved in various capacities as a volunteer in his community of Humber Bay.

Chris is a member of the Toronto Musician’s Association and The Lakeshore Arts Collective.He enjoys Gourmet cooking and winemaking and often shows up at case conferences on his beloved motorcycle.

Chris lives in south Etobicoke with his wife Cynthia and their two teenaged daughters.
